	Korfball Skills Awards – we’re nearly there!
Members of the South Cheshire Korfball Academy are making great progress towards their Level 1 badges in the nationally-recognised Korfball Awards Scheme. Most people have now passed at least 6 out of the 10 tests that lead to Level 1 qualification, and we’re trying to assess at least one of the remaining tests every week. The tests cover basic skills like passing and catching, shooting and defending, as well as team play, game tactics and good sporting behaviour. Nine members were awarded their central “korfball skills award” badges just before Christmas, and we’re hoping to award our first level 1 badges around the end of February.

As we’re only charging £1 for training sessions, we’re going to have to charge extra for the badges themselves: so we’ll charge £2.50 for each “level” badge that we award, but give the central “korfball” badge out for free.

The South Cheshire Korfball Academy trains every Tuesday during term-time at South Cheshire College, from 6:00 to 7:00pm. There’s no training on February 16th, when the College is closed for half term.

	CODES OF CONDUCT FOR PLAYERS, PARENTS/CARERS AND SUPPORTERS
Just as a reminder, here’s what we’ve all signed up for!

PLAYERS

As a member of Crewe and Nantwich Korfball Club, you are expected to abide by the following junior code of practice:

· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.

· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly.

· Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.

· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.

PARENTS / CARERS & SUPPORTERS

As parents/carers and supporters of Crewe and Nantwich Korfball Club Junior Members, you are expected to abide by the following code of practice:

· Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them. 

· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials. 

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results. 

· Never force your child to take part in sport. 

· Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding good performances of all. 

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes. 

· Publicly accept officials' judgements. 

· Support your child's involvement and help them to enjoy their sport. 

· Use correct and proper language at all times. 

· Encourage and guide performers to accept responsibility for their own performance and behaviour.
