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	Youth players help CaNKorf Express to a draw in adult season’s opener
Two of CaNKorf’s oldest youth players were invited to play for the club’s senior team (CaNKorf Express) last weekend (Sunday, Nov 7).  Tash Swansbury and Becky Readdin had both played well against junior opponents before, but this was the first time that they’d played in an adult competition. The game was against Castle Korfball Club’s aptly named “Towers” team, but neither of our young players allowed their opponents to take advantage of the obvious height difference. Becky defended brillianly throughout the match, and made lots of space to support well in attack, while Tash concentrated more on making and eventually taking shooting opportunities  - the two girls were playing at different ends of the pitch, in divisions that played completely different styles of korfball. It was really great to see Becky and Tash putting their korfball skills to good use, and the whole team was really proud of them. The game ended as a 3-3 draw, which was an excellent result for CaNKorf, and reflected a pretty well balanced game.
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	Korfball Skills Awards: and the latest recipients are…
Congratulations to Lewis Roberts, Imogen Purcell and Lewis Pearce for becoming the latest players to achieve their Level 1 Korfball Skills Awards, and to Chloe Calvert for becoming our first Level 2 player. There are 10 tests that lead to Level 1 qualification, and 13 that lead to level 2. The tests cover basic skills like passing and catching, shooting and defending, as well as team play, game tactics and sporting behaviour. The level badges, which cost £2.50 each, fit around a central “korfball skills award” badge (which is free to anyone who attends at least 5 training sessions).


	CODES OF CONDUCT FOR PLAYERS, PARENTS/CARERS AND SUPPORTERS
Just as a reminder, here’s what we’ve all signed up for!

PLAYERS

As a member of Crewe and Nantwich Korfball Club, you are expected to abide by the following junior code of practice:

· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.

· All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of age, gender, ability, race, cultural background, religious beliefs or sexual identity.

· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform their coach or team manager if they are going to be late. 

· Members must wear suitable kit, including indoor trainers, for all training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager.

· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly.

· Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.

· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.

PARENTS / CARERS & SUPPORTERS

As parents/carers and supporters of Crewe and Nantwich Korfball Club Junior Members, you are expected to abide by the following code of practice:

· Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them. 

· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials. 

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results. 

· Never force your child to take part in sport. 

· Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding good performances of all. 

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes. 

· Publicly accept officials' judgements. 

· Support your child's involvement and help them to enjoy their sport. 

· Use correct and proper language at all times. 

· Encourage and guide performers to accept responsibility for their own performance and behaviour.
