Both defence divisions played much sharper korfball from that point on though, CaNKorf’s newcomer Kelly doing a particularly stirling job against a fairly aggressive Manchester attack. With 17 minutes gone, Manchester brought on an entirely new attack division to try to shake things up a bit. Manchester’s innovation was rewarded with an equalizer 6 minutes later, but CaNKorf quickly pulled ahead again following the resultant change of ends; Mary Cooper cleanly finishing off a running in shot following some good support play by Rob and Anthony. Both sides continued to defend well to keep the score down to 1-2 at half time.


CaNKorf came out strong in the second half too, Dan T scoring from behind the post to finish off Rob & Mary’s well worked free pass to put them 3-1 up within a couple of minutes of the restart. Anthony increased CaNKorf’s lead to 4-1 5 minutes later with what was arguably the best shot of the match – a stunning goal from near the sidelines, about 7 metres from the post! Some more excellent defending, with Rob and Kelly looking particularly strong under the post, and some very good support play in attack led to some pretty decent running in shots over the next 5 minutes, but it was Manchester that eventually scored next to pull the score back to 2-4. It didn’t take long for CaNKorf to score again following the change of ends though, with Dan T finishing yet another opportunity off from just behind the post (he did need a second attempt at this one though!). Dan completed a well deserved hat-trick with about 5 minutes left to go, increasing CaNKorf’s lead to a comfortable 4 goals with a beautifully taken running-in shot from Rob’s feed. The result - An excellent all round team performance and a promising build up to the indoor season ahead.
